Presidents Report 2010
The Board this year purchased 20 new sets of hire clubs which have had wide acceptance by all visitors.
The Board also approved replacement of our 2 Toro greens mowers as replacement parts will no longer be available.

In accordance with the members wishes at our Forum, the Board purchased 2 second hand golf carts and later purchased 2 more that were on consignment. The carts will provide Vt1.2m in extra income per annum. Shortly a shed will be built to house them and other members carts. This will bring in another Vt200,000.
On the course the clearing and rerouting of the drain to the right of the 15th green makes for an easier hole. Future landscaping is planned. The drain was also widened for its entire length.

The remaining 7 bunkers were upgraded and 2 bunkers added to the 11th hole.

During the short drought reticulation was added to 9 tee boxes.

On the social side we organised several 12 hole events on public holidays. These proved to be highly successful. We also had a Waitangi Day hangi that catered for over 120 people – many were non club members.

After 4 years of unsuccessful attempts to get a brochure printed and into hotels it was finally realised in early June. We have also started advertising in “What to do in Vanuatu” and have implemented a Golf Courses category in the yellow pages.

The match committee provided a full calendar of events for the year and held a successful Prestige Motors/Kia Amateur Championships and Intraco/Mitsubishi Motors Club Championships.

The Vanuatu Golf Open was successful even with the rain and another record score was achieved with a 24 under.

The profit for the year as our Treasurer will point out was Vt2.1m. This has put the club in a strong footing for the future and most of our recent purchases have been to replace ageing equipment. Andy will provide you with the details. 
My term of 4 years as President has been eventful. What comes to mind as achievements are a total Vt11m in profit. The purchase of a new tractor and 2 greens mowers, the purchase of the golf carts, the eradication of zosia from the greens, the development of the 15th & 16th holes, the doubling in size of the tee boxes and the extensions to the 9th, 2nd and 5th greens. There are many more but these are what come to mind.

I wish to thank Winnie and her staff in the club and on the greens for their dedication, the Board, our sponsors and members and all who have contributed over the last year to the further development of the club.

As always I am more than willing to help in the future.
